Happy Days Nursery was established in the summer of 1991. Since then it 
has grown into a thriving day nursery.  Happy Days Nursery is registered 
with Ofsted for 54 childcare places. 
 
The nursery is conveniently placed on the main Hagley Road, which runs 
straight into the heart of Birmingham City Centre. We offer a service to 
both the local community and commuters.

THE BABY ROOM 
 
Our Baby Room offers a ôhomelyõ environment. It is a large open plan 
room with areas for activities, quiet time/ rest, exploration and getting 
messy! 
 
The babies are provided with a range 
of fun activities. These include: sand 
and water play, painting, slime and 
other creative activities. They are 
also encouraged to take part in 
singing and music sessions, stories 
and a continual effort is made to 
foster physical development as the babies go from crawling to walking. 
 
As the babies become more active, the routine is adapted to meet their 
developing needs. Your child will be encouraged to take part in exciting, 

fun activities that will continue to stimulate 
and encourage the development of new skills. 
Our Babies also access the outdoor area daily. 
 
The Baby Room has its own changing facilities 
and also a small kitchen for preparing feeds. We 
provide nappies, however we do ask you to 

supply formula milk. We will make up bottle feeds for you and return 
your bottles sterilised at the end of the day. When weaning begins we will 
work very closely with you regarding foods being 
introduced.  
   
Mealtimes are a social event, whilst also used to 
encourage and promote skills and development. 
Our babies are encouraged where appropriate to 
feed themselves and also manners are promoted.  
 
We also use Makaton (simple sign language) to further stimulate early 
communication skills an aide self expression. This continues through their 
days within nursery. 



 

 
 

THE TWEENIE ROOM 
 
The Tweenie Room is a large spacious room designed for the developing 
young toddler, it  is a lively environment. The room provides a lino area 
for messy activities and a large carpeted area for floor play, building, 
constructing and imaginative play. Daily focused activities take place 
centered on the childrenõs individual needs and interests. The children are 
offered a large range of activities to stimulate and encourage their all 
round development. This room is an essential ingredient in focusing on 
development from baby to active independent toddler. 
 
There is a bathroom for nappy changing, and towards the end of your 
childõs time in the Tweenies the potty is introduced.
